Main Cycle Frame (rear wheel installed, battery and motor wired, gears and chain adjusted)

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Important: A single key is used to unlock the battery and to switch on/off electrical operation. A spare
key is supplied. Please keep your spare in agaf®e,as lost keysvill need to be replaced by a
locksmith



Assembly Instructions

Charge the Battery

Befae assembling yous-bike, you should charge the battery. This will allow you to test the electrical
connections during assemblgnd to faster prepare the bike for your first ridehe battery is pre
charged but should be fully charged before ridi@garge the batteryindoors either on the bike or
removed It may take up t@ hours to fully charga completely run dowibattery.

Verify that the charger is switched to charge from 8\ input ¢ push the red slide switch on the battery
to indicatethe 115V postion, as shown below

Plugthe charger cordn to a standard wall outlet, and plug the battery end connedtaio the battery
socket in the upper righton the battery, rotate the charge cover clockwisereveal the plugoint).

Switch on power (switch down 1 on the 1/0 rockde redamp lights up to indicate that the battery is
charging.Yellowlight shows charging, anghen chargedthe LED turns frorpellowto green.Remove
the plug from the battery box socket when greemfastops flashing and becomes stealiease note,
the battery will deteriorate if it is left unchargddr long periods

To install the battery on your bike (best done after assembly), you will
need to access under the seat saddidever under the sedb the
rearreleases a lock, allowing the seat to be lifted forward dninage,
makingthe battery more accessible. Slide the battério the base
housingalong the slide in the backit the battery all the way to the
bottom into the electrical connector, then use the key to turn the
tumbler with pin at the battery bottomengagingnto the locking
position.

If you want to remove the battery, you will needflow the
instructions in reverse order, unlocking the tumbler count&rckwise, |
lifting the seat, and pulling up on the handle built into the battery top.



Fitting the Handlebars
The handlebars are already attached to the framecaiales.

They now need to be inserted into the frame, then adjusted and secured.

Removehe black plastic protector cap anasiert the handlebar stem into the frame slsown.

Align the handlebars with theest of the bicycle, then use a 6mallen key(provided in the included
Tool Kitpr hexagonal tool to tighten themwith two set bolts To rotate the handlebarsJoosen the two
Allen screws on top of the stem clamp.

NOTE: We recommend that you make a final adjustment of the handlebars once the bike is fully
assembled.

Fitting the Wheel

Remove theprotective packing materiadnd theblack plastic frat fork protector. Spin the front fork
assemblyif necessaryo point the forks forwardRemove the black plastic protective caps on the wheel
lugs.




You may find it easier tturn the bicycle upside down, resting it on the handlebard aaddle Take

care to protectthe instruments and brake levers on the handlebdso,you mayremove the battery, to
make the bike lighter, before turning it upside dowfou may need to adjust the saddle to make it more
stable.

verify the arrow direction inscribed on the side of the
front wheel. Psitionthe wheel between the forks, i
within the washes. Wheels should be centered in fork |
or dropouts.Then fasten the nuts angashers to each
side of the wheel spindle, tightening them evenking
a 15mm wrencl{provided) The wheel needs to spin
freely, so avoid over tighteniniVheels should rotate
smoothly without wobbling from sideotside.Check the
bearing play of the hublsy lifting the bicycle and
spinning the wheel.

The wheel should continue to spin for several turns and finally cease spinning. To check the play of the
hubs, try to move the rim from side to side between the forks. During this test, no substantial play
should exist If you detect play or if the wheel is difficult to turn, the hub bearingedadjusiment.

Whenever you hear any irregular noise from the wheels or the brateskthe wheelsand repair if
required Wheels should bexaminedregularly for sp&e tightness and rim alignment.

Fitting the Front Fender and Light

From the back sidelide the front fender
along the top of the front wheel and between
the suspension forks, placing the mud flap at
the rear. Screw the support wire frame to the
wheel axle bracket on both sidessing a 4 mm
Allen wrenchThe front light is already secured
to the frame via wires. Screw the frofender
andlight bracket to the arch in front of the
front fork, and then secure the light on the
bracket using the bdlon the fender The bolt
on the bike frame will not be used, but you
should remove the two rubber washers and
use them on the fender mount bolt.




Brake Assembly on Front Wheel

Grip the calipers as you loosen the Allen scoswvthe cable to prevent thend of the brake cable from
slipping out. Ajust and retighten the brake cable, until the wheel spins freely and the brake operates
effectively when applied.

Adjustmentfor the front brake blocks distance from the ritan be made tethe wheel rim/brake
mechanism Fine tuning of the brakes can be maagng 5 mmAllenscrews that are located at the join
of the brake lever to theable.

Brake Testing

Squeeze the brake leveos the handlebarsThe brake levers should be easy for you to reach, and
shouldengage the brakes completely when pulled in. Test the brakes and the brake lever adjustment;
you should be able to comfortably control your brakes. If the brake is adjusted too loose, the extra play
will cause insufficient braking power. The plagnsperly adjusted if the brake pads meet the rim fully
when the brake lever is pulled o+ikird of the way.

If you are not confident to carry out these adjustments yourself, we suggest you consult your local cycle
shop.

Fitting the Pedals

Pedals are ntked L and Rt the end of each threador the left and right hand side of the bicycle when
it is facing forwardThe Left pedahasreverse thread and therefore needto be screwed in backwards
(counterclockwise to tighten)Screw each pedal into the appropriate pedal shaft by hand, and then
tighten with a 14 mm wrench to secure.

Final Adjustments
Adjust the seat saddle to your preferred height, and tighten the hand lever on the seat stem.

Inflate both tires to approximatel$0 psi.
